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Have you heard about the work of Full Circle?
Full Circle has been working in primary schools since 2001 running lunchtime clubs where older people can share crafts and games with young children. Children benefit from the extra individual attention given by the older volunteers and in return, volunteers find that they gain confidence and new skills as well as friendships. 

The scheme currently works with three schools on Oxford City. 
Earlier in 2003 Full Circle received money from the Community Fund (part of the lottery) to work with schools all across Oxfordshire. 
Faringdon has been chosen to be the first school that we will work with outside of Oxford! Another organisation based in Faringdon, Bridging the Gap has been extremely successful in introducing older volunteers to pupils in the Junior school, working on school projects and reminiscence sessions. 
Full Circle is an opportunity for older volunteers to work with younger children on a weekly basis at Faringdon Infant’s School.

In this day and age lots of grandchildren live away from their grandparents and don’t have much contact with older people. Grandparents often miss the company of children and children miss the interaction with older people. 
Full Circle brings the two generations together in a safe environment where the two groups can enjoy each others company.

When was the last time you went to school? Most volunteers find that they haven’t set foot in a school for over 40 years! Going back to school isn’t scary, 
Full Circle is about being creative, having fun with children and making friendships across the generations.

You don’t need special skills or even be a parent yourself, just an enthusiasm for working with children.
