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One year anniversary success for Scores on the Doors
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One year on from the launch of Scores on the Doors in Oxfordshire and the scheme has gone from strength to strength. 

The nationwide scheme rates the food hygiene standards in premises that sell food including restaurants, cafes, deli’s, butchers shops, takeaways and mobile food vans. Diners can now check out the food safety ratings for 582 premises in South Oxfordshire and 455 in the Vale. 

Since its launch last June, Scores on the Doors has proved extremely popular across the county. Over 8000 people a month visit www.scoresonthedoors.org.uk to check the ratings of premises in southern Oxfordshire.

Hygiene standards at restaurants and food businesses throughout the Vale of White Horse and South Oxfordshire have improved significantly.

South Oxfordshire has seen a large increase of premises boasting 3 stars or higher and big reductions in places with 2 stars and under. The number of 5 star premises has risen from 11 at the launch to 48. Overall, the number of 3,4 and 5 star premises have risen to 362 from 290 at the start. 

Vale of White Horse has had a similar success with 128 premises seeing their star rating improve to either a 3,4 or 5 star.  The number of 5 star premises has risen from 7 at the launch to 47.

Cllr Dorothy Brown, South Oxfordshire District Council Cabinet Member responsible for health, said: "It’s fantastic news that one year on, so many of the food premises in our district have achieved high ratings, and those with lower ratings have been working hard to improve. We’ll continue to offer our help and advice on how they can best do this. This is such an excellent resource for residents to make an informed choice about where they eat and buy food from.” 

Cllr Angela Lawrence, Executive Member for Food Safety at the Vale of White Horse said: "We are delighted that there has been a significant improvement in hygiene levels in the Vale at this first anniversary.  It is a great testament to both those premises that have worked to improve their hygiene standards, and to the scheme itself, that we have seen this improvement.”
