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Vale takes over car park
 
An unused car park which was becoming a magnet for litter and anti-social behaviour will soon be taken over by the Vale of White Horse District Council.
 
The undercroft car park on the Limborough Road site off Mill Street in Wantage is owned by Sainsbury’s. The car park, which has 35 spaces, will be managed by the Vale Council after legal agreements have been completed. 
 
This means the car park will now be operated by the Vale Council and should reduce vandalism problems experienced there, particularly over the last couple of months. 
 
Cllr Jenny Hannaby, Executive Member for car parks, said: “After protracted negotiations the deal will now be signed. I look forward to getting the car park open for use by residents, visitors and the business community.”
 
Linda Scott, Regional Estates Manager from Sainsbury’s, said: “We are pleased that we are very close to completing the car park agreement with the Vale Council. In the last few weeks Sainsbury’s has been carrying out some final works in preparation for handover.”
 
The Vale Council negotiated the use of the car park as part of the planning agreement for the redevelopment of Limborough Road, to replace the original car parking spaces available previously.
 
The car park will be available to permit holders, and pay and display customers for long stay and short stay parking. It should be open in July, once ticket machinery has been installed.
