Website shows county World War One memorabilia 

World War One memorabilia from Oxfordshire can now be viewed online to mark the 90th anniversary of the end of the conflict, November 11.
Pictures and details of around 150 different pieces, such as ration books, medals and flags, can now be viewed at Oxfordshire County Council's Heritage Search website.
Other interesting items include a postcard sent on November 11, 1918 to GF Bosworth of Walthamstow by A Broadbank of Banbury which reads: "The great news reached here today. What a privilege to be a Briton today - but what a responsibility." 
There is also an embroidered postcard sent to Mary Morriss of 21 Hurst Street, Oxford. Her daughter believes it is an example of a number sent by soldiers billeted at the family home before going to France to serve. 
Remembering the fallen 

Oxfordshire County Council Museum Resource Centre Registrar Kirsty Bell said: "We decided to put our collection online to give people a chance this Remembrance Day to see local things associated with World War One.
The collection includes several items relating to women going into the war industries, such as nurses' uniforms.
