There will be something for everyone over the 10 day extravaganza.  This year the organisers have placed a particular emphasis in broadening the range of activities and events to involve the young people of the Vale.  Amongst the events on offer are a puppet workshop and show, (which sold out last year) DJ talent night, 'Fight with the Knights' re-enactment and Battle of the Bands, drum workshops and Authors in Schools events.
