Faringdon Community College gets a new £3m science faculty 

Oxfordshire County Council’s cabinet has approved a plan for a new nine-laboratory state of the art science building together with a main school entrance and visitor reception at Faringdon Community College. 

The new building will create a striking new image for the school with a feature glass entrance and stairways. 

A new bus drop off area and additional car parking provision is included in the plan. 
The Council’s continuing investment in new facilities will enable a number of temporary classrooms to be removed as part of the project.
Construction work will begin in October and will be complete for September 2007. 
The estimated cost of the scheme is £3.325m with the cost mainly met by Oxfordshire County Council.

Cabinet Member for Schools Improvement, Cllr Michael Waine, said: “This scheme is part of a continuing programme of investment in school buildings to provide the very best and up to date facilities for our pupils. 

“This project also meets another target of reducing the county’s stock of temporary buildings. 

“This is good news for Faringdon and the county council is delighted to be able to give the go ahead for this scheme.

The Headteacher, David Wilson, said: “Pupils, staff and governors are very excited with the opportunities that the new building will offer to everyone who comes to our school.”
