Members of the public are being invited to comment on The Vale of White Horse District Council’s draft Statement of Community Involvement (SCI). The SCI is an important document which sets out how the Council will consult on its Local Development Framework and how people can get involved.





Local Development Frameworks will replace existing local plans and play a crucial role in determining how an area will develop in terms of housing, businesses and other major infrastructure needs in the next decade.





Councillor Tony de Vere, Executive Member with portfolio responsibility for planning, said: “This is not a dry and dusty planning document but an important part of all our futures. We only have to look at the debate over housing in Oxfordshire to realise how important it is that people’s views are heard.





“Planning is something most people are not interested in until it affects their own backyard, but in the case of the Local Development Framework we are talking about everyone’s backyard, so it is important we understand exactly how people want to be involved and included.”
