Exciting new development at Thornhill Park & Ride in Oxford 

Work is about to start on an exciting new terminal building at the Thornhill Park & Ride car park in Oxford.   
Drawing on the experience of the widely acclaimed facility at the Water Eaton site, Oxfordshire County Council has awarded a £1.9m contract to local firm Kingerlee to construct a new terminal building and interchange 
The project will also see the temporary buildings on the site swept away.  Work will begin on November 20. 
What will the new building include? 

In the completed scheme, there will be four large bus stops providing ample space for the Park & Ride services to the city centre and Headington hospitals and the London and Airport coach services. There will also be room to accommodate other local bus services in the future if required.  
The bus stops will be grouped around an exciting new building which will provide a heated waiting room, toilets, extensive canopies and an elevated office for the customer care staff giving them excellent views of the car park to supplement the extensive CCTV facilities.  
Real-time displays will give passengers up to date information on the arrival time of services, and the original bus shelter will be adapted to provide a covered cycle parking facility.
How long will the job take? 

Work is due to last for about a year.  The first phase will see a temporary stopping area for buses and coaches created near the entrance to the site.  Once this is operational, the existing bus loop will be taken out of use and construction of the new terminal building and bus loop can start.
Councillor David Robertson, the Council’s Cabinet Member for Transport said: “I am very excited about this project.  
“Not only will we be providing excellent facilities for buses and passengers, the terminal building itself will be both high quality and eye-catching.  
“We are determined to continue to raise the quality of the Park & Ride experience and invest in facilities to encourage more motorists to leave their cars at the edge of the city and reduce congestion on Oxford’s roads." 
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
