All you need to know about bus services in Oxfordshire

Bus users in Oxfordshire will soon benefit from an updated guide that gives them complete detail on the where, when, who and how of services in the county.

Oxfordshire County Council has produced a new version of the Oxfordshire Public Transport Guide for 2006 following the changes to bus services in Oxford and Abingdon that came into effect last month.

The guide includes a map of all bus services in the county as well as contact details for all bus operators and a full list of places served.

Copies of the guide are being delivered throughout the county with free newspapers. They will also be available at local libraries, district council offices and tourist information centres.

The county council has also recently updated its ‘Where to catch your bus’ maps in Oxford city centre and at the railway station. The council hopes these maps will be on display in other parts of the county in coming months.

Cllr David Robertson, the council’s cabinet member for transport, said: “These guides and other projects represent a major financial commitment on the part of the council towards increasing awareness of public transport options. We hope they will encourage people to try other forms of transport for their daily journeys.”
