Repairs to the worn out Shrivenham Bypass 

Oxfordshire Highways will be returning to the worn out A420 Shrivenham Bypass to embark on the second phase of repair work following the successful completion of the first phase last summer.
Local people praised the way the scheme was managed in the summer of 2006 and were pleased with the end product. Traffic delays were kept to a minimum. This year, work will start on sections of worn out road next to the Watchfield Industrial area on July 23.
Temporary traffic signals 
The work is expected to last eight weeks and temporary traffic signals will be set up to help reduce traffic delays. The signals will be manually controlled during the daytime so that priority can be given to the flows of traffic that are strongest on any given day.
As with last year's work, a 30mph speed limit and overtaking ban will be in force. 
Oxfordshire County Council's Cabinet Member for Transport Implementation, Councillor Ian Hudspeth, said: "The A420 is a very important road. However, it is worn out and we need to complete the next section of our repair job.
"Our staff were pleased to receive praise for the way they went about the job last year. They have set high standards for themselves. These need to be maintained for this summer's work. Again, the bulk of the work will take place in the school holiday period as this is when traffic levels are at their lowest." 
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
