Cycle review aims to tackle problem locations for cyclists

Problem locations for cyclists will be the central theme of a review of the Oxford Cycle Network, due to begin next week.

Representatives of Oxford University, Sustrans, Oxfordshire County Council, Oxford City Council, Cyclox, Oxford University and CTC, the national cyclists’ organisation will take part.

The County Council, as the highways authority, will lead the review. It will aim to deal with: road safety and the perception of road safety; personal safety and its perception; comfort; directness; efficiency; attractiveness and cycle security.

The review will look at two types of cycle route, one for those who are confident on busy roads and one for those who would rather avoid traffic. In some places a single route will be able to serve both networks.

Sustainable transport charity Sustrans, works on practical projects to encourage cycling and walking. Its flagship project, the 10,000 mile National Cycle Network, includes routes which cross Oxford.
Oxford City Council has responsibility for maintaining paths and roads in Oxford. Oxford University is a major landowner in the city and has several cycle paths across its land.

Cllr David Robertson, the County Council’s Cabinet Member for Transport, said: “The County Council is pleased to have the support of the City Council, the University and Sustrans on the cycle network review. By its nature the review will demand an integrated approach and we look forward to working with our colleagues from other agencies.”
