Skip day comes to Faringdon 
 
Residents living in Lees and Greengates in Faringdon will be able to have their bulky waste collected free of charge next Saturday (24 July).
 

The skips will be located in The Lees and will be available between 10am and 2pm, or until full up.  
The skips are being provided by Sovereign Vale Housing Association to give residents the opportunity to have a clear out and remove any unwanted rubbish safely. Any unwanted bulky goods will, where possible, then be taken to be recycled or restored.
 
The event is being co-ordinated by the Community Safety Partnership which aims to support and develop projects that deal with local concerns about anti-social behaviour and crime.  They have also arranged for a number of individuals currently on Thames Valley Probation’s Community Payback scheme to come down to the site and take part in a litter pick.
 
The neighbourhood policing team will also on hand during the day, along with Vale of White Horse District Council Environmental Warden Colin Marshall who will be there to offer advice about bulky goods recycling, and about disposing of unwanted items not suitable for the skip,    
 
Cllr Tony de Vere, Executive Member for Community Safety, said: “We know that a lot of people have furniture and bulky electrical goods lying around that they never use and have always intended to get rid of.  By running Skip Day they will get the opportunity to get rid of those items safely, and for free.”
 
Thames Valley Probation's Erica Swift, who leads on Community Payback for Oxfordshire, said: "Community Payback provides punishment and reparation to local communities. This is a great example of Thames Valley Probation's contribution, as a new statutory member of Community Safety Partnerships, and we're delighted to be able to help."
