Others may like to have a go at old favourites such as tai chi and yoga. For those heading on holiday a range of short courses are available in Spanish, French, Portugese, Russian, Japanese and Greek and more.

Short computer classes are on offer as well as sessions on preparing for interviews, CVs or choosing a new career.

Oxfordshire County Council Adult Learning Officer, Mike Bardsley, said: “The Summer tasters give people the chance to dip into adult learning, often for the first time. Most are followed by longer Autumn courses which people can enrol on if they wish. We hope the classes whet people’s appetites and encourage them to take up new learning opportunities.”
