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The Little Green People, Wantage's first anti-Climate Change group, are to present an exhibition entitled Climate Change Community at the Vale and Downland Museum. 
They are a locally based group who wish to examine the global issue of Climate Change from a grassroots perspective. They aim to work with the local community, raising awareness, invoking discussion and promoting positive solutions to the spread of growing emissions of carbon dioxide and other greenhouse gases into our atmosphere. The group is diverse in age and opinion and they wish in their exhibition to be reaching all parts of the community, exploring different ideas and points of view. 
    They intend to look at both the dangers of and positive solutions to Climate Change, in a way that is forward thinking and creative. In approaching the issue in a manner that focuses on the local area, they hope to present what is a global concern within the context of our town, taking the standpoint that each community has a vital and unique role to play in combating the spread of Climate Chaos. Including the work of local artists and group members, as well as factual information, the exhibition aims to present the relevance of an international emergency to the town of Wantage. 
    By making visual links between the familiar landscape of the Wantage and Grove area and the broader subject of Climate Change, it hopes to present a town inside the spectrum of worldwide apprehension over this environmental and humanitarian concern. 
    The display wishes to explore how each community can contribute to the reversal of the unmitigated advancement of Climate Change by being progressive in the way that it looks at the problem and how they propose to deal with it. When watching the news or reading the paper it is easy to feel that an individual, a town or even a nation is too small to make any kind of real difference. What the exhibition hopes to communicate is that individuals and communities are as important as governments in making changes. 
    Alongside this, the group intends to discuss what an immensely positive impact working to fight Climate Change can have on an individual's lifestyle, and how it can improve the experience of the modern world and bring communities together. 
    What is often overlooked in the media in the midst of panic over rising fuel prices and the prospect of wind turbines along every street is the immeasurable good that can be found in making changes to reduce emissions. We are not just working towards some abstract point of greener living, but real and beneficial changes that are better for the environment and better for us. Halting the spread of Climate Change has to come from international consensus but also from local action, and communities working positively and progressively together towards the common goal of sustainability. In a world where ironically globalisation and isolation go hand in hand, Climate Change Community hopes to communicate the benefits a united front can have to our town.
