Take a nostalgic look at fashion, music and everyday life in the decade that said "Out with the old, in with the new!" The Beatles and the Stones, Carnaby Street and Concorde, hovercraft and Hendrix, credit cards and colour TV, the Pill and paper skirts – just some of the innovations that define this period of "white hot technological revolution". 

Cupboards have been emptied and wardrobes searched to find objects that bring back fond memories of an amazing era. The resulting exhibition brings together a diverse and exciting mix of clothing, music, culture and design, which depict the taste, fashions and aspirations of the time. 

Whether or not you lived through the Sixties, you'll find something of interest. You may be surprised to find that some of your favourite things first surfaced in that period, from mini skirts to the original Mini car. The idea of politicians riding bikes to Parliament isn't new either. Back in the sixties, everyone from the Lord Chancellor to Cliff Richard seemed to be riding the innovative Moulton mini-bike, and we'll show you one that's still regularly used in Chelsea. 

The decade was dominated by new music, bold fashion and daring design. Many items have been selected to bring back fond memories and reminiscences - from a purple and orange psychedelic Kaftan suit to a Dansette record player. There is also a talk by former DJ Tony Hadland on Thursday 16th August, 7.30 – 10.00pm, when you can enjoy a finger buffet and listen to the story of 1960s Pirate Radio. (£5)
