Tim Hagan’s relationship with art has been developed both through his studio practice as a painter and his work within the caring professions. He gained an honours degree from Winchester School of Art, then studied art therapy at Saint Albans School of Art, obtaining a post graduate qualification to practice as a clinician in the NHS. He currently manages an Arts Psychotherapies Department for people with learning disabilities. During his professional career he has worked in nursing, as a social worker, and as a development worker for the charity MIND.

 

Tim’s art work has always been influenced by the dynamics of landscape and atmospherics, and particularly the quality of their union at the horizon. To him, this has a metaphoric indication of both reflection, as in the ending of the day, and anticipation, as in the dawn. Typically, his works document places or are compositions in form. Tim uses a variety of media, principally oil paint.

 

A recent successful project has been the development of imagery based on the White Horse at Uffington, the ancient chalk hill icon in Oxfordshire. This work includes paintings and mono and limited edition prints. Come and see Tim’s work at the Vale & Downland Museum, Wantage – just a few miles from the White Horse.
