Wantage to Faringdon bus service to be funded for another year

Oxfordshire County Council has decided to continue funding service 67/67A between Wantage, Uffington, Stanford–in–the–Vale, Fernham and Faringdon for another year.

The future of the service had been in doubt following the withdrawal of a grant by Abingdon and Witney College – many of their students use the service. 

David Robertson, the County Council’s Cabinet Spokesman for Transport, said “After careful consideration I am happy to continue funding this important service until our scheduled review of bus services in the Wantage, Uffington and Faringdon area in December 2007. 

“The service between these towns was greatly enhanced in 2003 but I am disappointed to see that the number of passengers using it is relatively low. 

“However local people have contacted me to say how important it is to their local communities and we will be spreading the message that its future in twelve months time will be in doubt unless the number of people using the service increases”.

Allan Field, the County Council’s Bus Services Manager, added: “A simplified timetable will be introduced on 11th December and full details will be available a few weeks before this date. Peak hour connections will continue to be available at Faringdon with buses to and from Swindon”.
