Many pieces are unique because she dyes the warp randomly before putting it on the loom. Angela also weaves scenes, based on views of the Isles of Scilly and other dramatic landscapes, using hand-spun silk and wool inlaid on linen.

She will be there in person on Friday 30 November and Saturday 8 December to chat about her work and demonstrate the art of weaving - a great chance to learn more about her fascinating craft and stock up on quality gifts for the festive season.
