Launch of new information resource on life in Oxfordshire

A wealth of information on the population and economy of Oxfordshire is now available at a brand new website.

The Oxfordshire Data Observatory is designed to help professionals who are planning and monitoring public services and non-professionals from organisations and communities across the county.

Groups such as parish councils will be able to find out about the population of their parish and how they compare with other areas on a wide range of social statistics. 

The site not only provides useful data, reports and publications, but also a directory of people across the county’s public, voluntary and private sectors who can help and advise on useful data.

The Observatory is expected to prove an invaluable resource for people evaluating services including health and education or putting together funding bids.
