Improvement work for Hart Avenue, Faringdon 

Work to upgrade a section of Hart Avenue in Faringdon is scheduled to take place from Monday 12 February 2007 

Oxfordshire County Council plans to complete the job inside eight weeks. The work involves replacing parapets that protect the drop from the elevated road over the Hart Avenue subway.  Crash barriers and pedestrian fencing will be installed to improve safety.
At the same time lamp posts along either side of the road will be replaced with newer, stronger models relocated further from the edges of the road.
The work will be carried out on one side of the road at a time to avoid having to close the route completely. 

Councillor David Robertson, Oxfordshire County Council's Cabinet Member for Transport, said: "This is essential work that will cause short term disruption for the long term good.
