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Have you ever glanced up and noticed a particularly dramatic sky, only to find that it disappears seconds later? Such fleeting moments of natural beauty hold a fascination for Rosemary Hadland, who often carries a small digital camera to capture the drama of the skies. She finds constant interest in cloud formations and patterns that are atmospheric in more ways than one.

 

Last year, the Vale & Downland Museum hosted Rosemary’s first exhibition ‘Views across the Vale’, which featured many skyscapes. In her new show, Rosemary’s borderless A3 prints include dramatic skies from near and far – from Oxfordshire to the Hebrides and Andalusia.

 

Rosemary Hadland lives in the Vale of White Horse and studied photography at the Bath Academy of Art. She worked with many formats, mostly in monochrome, in the days when you needed darkrooms and dangerous chemicals. Today she uses a simple Kyocera digital camera and produces her own prints via a Mac computer. She makes only minimal adjustments to her photos, preferring the view she saw at the time to an over-worked digitally enhanced version. She therefore puts a lot of care into the ‘black art’ of colour management, to ensure that the finished print closely resembles the original image.

 

‘The Sky’s the Limit’ will interest anybody who loves the beauty of the skies. It will also inspire owners of simple digital cameras, by showing the dramatic results they can produce. It’s less about the camera and more about the eye!
