Heat damaged roads to be repaired by the County Council

A group of roads that suffered damage as a result of drought and heat in previous summers will be repaired by Oxfordshire County Council in coming weeks.

Four roads in the county will be subject to work that will mean road closures and diversions for traffic.

Mallins Lane in Longcot will be closed for two days from July 11 and Thrupp Road, Littleworth will be closed from July 12 for four days

The A338 will be closed from the Garford turn to Noahs Ark on the weekend evenings of July 16 and 17. The decision to close the section of road in need of repair at the weekend has been taken to minimise disruption. Diversions will be in place via Abingdon, Steventon and Drayton.

The A4095 from Faringdon to the Thrupp turn, a route used by some commuters from Witney to Swindon, will be closed and repaired from July 25 for six days.

Cllr David Robertson, Oxfordshire County Council’s Cabinet Member for Transport, said: “These roads were perfectly safe to use but had been damaged by dry weather in recent summers. We have the money to repair them in this year’s budget and that is what we will be doing soon.

“We always try to do these things when they will have the least impact on road users. I look forward to these roads being repaired and brought back to A1 condition for the good of everyone.”
