Work underway on new £3m science faculty for Faringdon Community College 

Work is now underway on a new nine laboratory state-of-the-art science building for Faringdon Community College. 

The new building will create a striking new image for the school with a feature glass entrance and stairways. An image is attached of what the new science faculty will look like.
Following the preparation, work is beginning on the main structure of the building. To mark the occasion the Chair of School Governors, Bob Wintringham, will join contractors Kingerlee for a photo opp at 10:30am on Wednesday, December 6.
The cost of the scheme is approximately £3 million and is being mainly met by Oxfordshire County Council with additional contributions from the school and local firms.
A number of temporary classrooms will be removed as part of the project and a new bus drop off area and additional car parking is included in the plan.
Bob Wintringham said: “Pupils, staff and governors are really excited about the project that will make a huge difference to the whole school community.
“The first class science facilities will provide an excellent learning environment for the benefit of everyone.” 

The science faculty is due to be finished in October 2007 with other alterations and the removal of a number of temporary classrooms completed by early 2008.
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
