Park and ride car parks to become free of charge

Oxfordshire County Council is to end charging at the two car parks which it runs for park and ride services.  

Users will still pay for the bus from the park and ride into Oxford. However those using Water Eaton and Thornhill will park for free from September 5. The charge is currently 60p per day.

Redbridge, Seacourt and Peartree are operated by Oxford City Council.  Parking charges will remain at 60p per day at those sites.  

Oxford benefits from one of the best park and ride services in the country, providing 5,000 spaces. Bus services to the sites run from 5am to midnight. 

There is also a dedicated bus from Thornhill to serve the Churchill and Nuffield Orthopaedic Hospitals.  

Cllr David Robertson, Oxfordshire County Council’s Cabinet Member for Transport, said: “We promised that we would take away parking charges at park and rides and we are keeping that promise.

“We want to provide people with real choice in terms of the transport alternatives on offer. We also want to provide value for money. 

“We will see over coming months whether this change brings about those aims. I look forward to seeing what impact this will have.”
