More information is constantly being added to www.faringdon.org. Since its launch four years ago the number of visitors has grown to between 2500-3000 each month. The site has become the obvious place to find out what goes on in Faringdon, - its businesses, clubs and organisations, history, institutions, or events. Here you will find details of public services, links to relevant government web sites, schools, playgroups and health services. You can even look at the local crime statistics each month – provided by Thames Valley Police. There are also small ads pages and a carpool information page for those who are happy to share their transport.
As well as messages from residents and visitors past and present in the Guest Book, there is a lively interchange of comments and views in the Talking Points forum. 

Discussions vary from comments on planning decisions, and the state of the streets; to plaudits for the Arts Festival, and a controversy over tables and chairs in the Market Place. More contributions are always welcome –You can do this easily by using the link on the Talking Points page.

The Tourism pages provide a wide range of ideas for activities and places to visit, most fairly nearby, but also in the surrounding area; so if you’re planning an outing, have a look at this section for ideas.
