1.  Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from D/Cllr R. Cox, D/Cllr R. Sharp, Cllr D. Price, Mr C. Hulme, Mr L Turner and Mr K. Booth.
2.  Minutes of the Last Meeting 13 December 2013
The minutes were signed as a true record.

3.  Matters Arising
Concerns about speeding on the A417
This is in hand.
Road markings outside Cost Cutter

These have been done, thanks to C/Cllr Mrs J. Heathcoat for finding the funding.
VAS at Shellingford

This has been adjusted and will now be triggered by vehicles travelling at 3 mph or more over the speed limit.

Entrance to Wicklesham Quarry

Mr L. Turner will be asked to report back on progress at the next meeting.

Road markings outside Tesco
The false zebra crossing has been removed. Mr K. Stenning will ask Mr L. Turner to provide an update as to the current situation.

Cllr A. Marsden expressed concern about the state of the footpath leading to the rear entrance of the store. Tesco have stated that they have fulfilled their obligations under the 278 Agreement, to upgrade the path as far as their premises. However, because the entrance has moved, there is a section of path between the edge of their premises and the actual entrance which remains unsurfaced. C/Cllr Mrs Y. Constance stated that Tesco have not met the terms of their 278 agreement because they have moved the entrance. Cllr Marsden will contact the Enforcement Officer at the District Council.
Stallards Close

The permissions for the speed limit signs at this development are still pending. Mr Stenning will ask Mr Turner to follow this up for the next meeting.
Access on to the A420 at Great Coxwell

Faringdon Town Council and Great Coxwell Parish Council both support the retention of the existing roundabout, with the addition of traffic lights on to the A420. C/Cllr Mrs Heathcoat will keep the Committee informed as to progress.

5.  Public Speaking Time 
No members of the public were present.
6.  County Council- Highways, Officer Report
Mr K. Stenning reported that the A420 would be closed during the summer for major repairs. A detailed briefing took place, followed by a lengthy discussion of the points raised. Mr Stenning reported that a briefing to Councillors in the Shrivenham Division had already taken place, and that a similar briefing for the Faringdon Division was scheduled for 12/3/14. Good communication was felt to be of paramount importance.
Mr K. Stenning reported that he had met with Fernham Parish Council to discuss concerns over Earthline’s operations.
Mr K. Stenning confirmed that a meeting had taken place with Faringdon residents to discuss Park Road and other concerns. 

Mr D. Williams raised the poor state of repair of the junction of the A417 with the road leading to the church in Eaton Hastings. Mr K. Stenning reported that the County’s repair schedule is based upon the size of defects occurring, but that he would add this issue to the schedule. Mr Stenning will keep C/Cllr Mrs Heathcoat updated so that she can keep the local community informed.

Councillor A. Marsden requested that the same arrangements be applied to the A4095 Witney Road.
