1.  Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Cllr Price, Cllr Marsden and Mr.Karl Booth, Chamber of Commerce.
2.  Minutes of the Last Meeting 22nd March 2013
The minutes were amended under item 4 Public Speaking Time, should read Gene Webb suggested Vale of White Horse District Council could take over the parking management, The minutes were signed as a true record.
3.  Matters Arising
Parking in Lechlade Road 
As both Cllr Price and Cllr Marsden were not at the meeting, C/Cllr Mrs Heathcoat will chase this matter outside of the meeting.
Grit/Salt

Mr.P. Wilson advised that the storage and distribution of grit/salt and the useage was undertaken  in some rural areas by the locals.  He is happy to allocate more supplies if people have areas to keep the salt.  Storage of Grit/Salt for the Town Council was discussed plus the possibility of extra supplies.  It was suggested that storage could perhaps be at the Faze Youth centre building on Highworth Road (The old OCC Highways Depot).  The Assistant Clerk will speak to the Town Clerk outside of the meeting to see if this is an appropriate storage place.  Mr.P. Wilson advised Faringdon Town Council to contact him to discuss additional supplies and he also enquired if the Town Council could advertise for volunteers to help with the sale perhaps in a local paper or newsletter.
Market Place

C/Cllr Mrs Heathcoat – Reported the road works will be completed on 1st July 2013.
Vehicles parking on the road leading to Gloucester Street car park.  D/Cllr Cox agreed to contact the Headteacher at Faringdon Junior School.
Fernham Road

D/Cllr Cox reported the vehicles were not parking illegally, but he asked Mr.C. Hulme, Thames Valley Police, for the PCSO’s to continue to “police” this area and to also continue parking enforcement in London Street and Coxwell Street. 

Vale Disability Access Group Report

C/Cllr Mrs. Heathcoat reported that Cheryl Reeves (VWHDC) and Laura Hutchings (OCC) had held meetings to discuss the report. Any matters that are Oxfordshire County Council’s responsibility have been progressed.  Any Faringdon Town Council matters will go back to the Town Council.
4.  Election of Chairman
C/Cllr Mrs. Heathcoat was proposed by D/Cllr Cox, seconded by D/Cllr Sharp.  There being no other nominations and C/Cllr Mrs Heathcoat was duly elected for a further year.

5.  Election of Deputy Chairman 
D/Cllr Cox was proposed by C/Cllr Mrs Heathcoat, seconded by D/Cllr Sharp.  There being no other nomination and D/Cllr Cox was duly elected.

6.  Declaration of Interest
No declarations were made.
7.  Public Speaking Time
No members of public present.
8.  Area Steward’s Report
Mr.P. Wilson, Adverse Weather Manager was dealing with the day to day management of the team due to Laura Hutchins been involved in a serious accident.

C/Cllr Mrs Heathcoat explained the Stewards Fund to new member David Williams.

Localities will hold the money and allocate accordingly.

Mr.L. Turner, Traffic Regulation Officer was dealing with the day to day management due to Laura Hutchin’s accident and reported Tesco located on Park Road, will be starting a road widening scheme soon.  He reported that the traffic regulation opposite Tesco – Single yellow line will be made double yellow line.  Marlborough Gardens/Marlborough Close – restriction, there is to be a change in restriction.

Coxwell Road – speed limit has been extended 50 metres prior to the new access.  Input on developers drawings, please drive carefully.  Move signage – roundals standard and gateway.  VAS can stay in situ.

Mr.L. Turner reported white lining Budget £ 25,000 for the whole of the Vale of White Horse District Council area.

1 day costs £ 1,350.

To maintain whole of the signs - £ 2.000.00 a month.

He advised on the importance that all Country Councillors spend their Highways budgets.

There are to be various road works in the area and C/Cllr Mrs Heathcoat askd that they be co-ordinated to minimise disruption.
D/Cllr Sharp – Earthline July/August Shellingford Road, will be carrying out kerbing.

No notification received.  Mr.P. Wilson will check.

9.  District Traffic Matters
2 Hour free parking is still working well.

D/Cllr Cox requested to Mr.L. Turner the yellow lines outside Faringdon Infant School – Keep Clear be repainted.

D/Cllr Cox reported the consultation has taken place re: Decrimilisation of parking and agreed to forward the report ouside of the meeting to members.
D/Cllr Cox reported the survey suggests parking is now less of a problem with the introduction of the 2 hour free parking, there are just pockets of problems which have been mentioned earlier in the meeting.
David Williams enquired about the legislation provision for the Decrimilisation of parking.
Chris Hulme advised that there are inThames Valley – 4 districts where police reinforce, and 3 districts – Oxfordshire and Civic offence instead of criminal.  Mr.C. Hulme civil enforcement will be pushed.  Mr. Turner adevised that any decrimilisation of parking schemes have to be self-funding, cost must be met.  The meeting was advised that South Oxfordshire District Council took on the duty in 2009 and West Oxfordshire have also taken on this duty.
10.  Any Other Business
D/Cllr Sharp queried why the potholes are painted in different colours. 
Mr.P. Wilson explained the different categories
Red - All category 1 defects ie those that need a 2 hr or 24 hr response

Bright
Green - All other potholes etc identified by Local Highway Reps

Orange
 - Used for larger Patching schemes etc by the Stewardship Technicians 

White - All other pot holes etc identified by Statutory Highways Inspectors

Yellow - Used for larger Patching schemes etc by the Asset Management Technicians

Darker

Green -Used by the Contractors as a X to identify where a repair is of a

Temporary nature in lieu of a permanent repair.
D/Cllr Sharp queried the drainage system, some of the drains that have been repaired

have sunk again.  Mr. Wilson reported that the weakness around the edge of the road was 
due to the severe weather.

Mr.D. Williams enquired the road closure on Coxwell Road and the length of the 

Road which will be closed.  C/Cllr Mrs. Heathcoat advised the road will be closed
From Stallard Close up to Coleshill Drive due to the depth of the road works required.
C/Cllr Mrs. Heathcoat had enquired why the depth needed to be replaced and
was informed the works previously carried out were not deep enough.

Mr.D. Williams queried the process for the Committee to comment on the proposed
new junction and roundabout on the A420 at the Great Coxwell turn, arising from the

intended planning application for the Steeds development along the Coxwell Road

for discussion.  As a Committee how can we discuss views forward.
D/Cllr Cox the application has been registered and highways will be consulted.

If approved appropriate measure would be put in place.

C/Cllr Mrs. Heathcoat advised we are only an advisory committee, although

she herself and D/Cllr Cox as elected members can get involved in discussions. 

D/Cllr Cox explained when plans are made public then discussions can take place.

Mr.D. Williams could make comments independently but not as a member of the

Faringdon Area Traffic Advisory Committee.

Mr.C. Hulme mentioned white lining on the approach to the roundabout at Great

Coxwell.

He also queried the lining on the A420 cats eyes.  Statutory duty regulations hatched area

centre of the road.

Important road markings are given a priority.

C/Cllr Mrs. Heathcoat requested Mr.L. Turner to investigate and report back A420 turn

into Faringdon near Great Coxwell. 

Concerns  were raised by David Williams on behalf of the residents of Buscot village 

about traffic hazards at the junction with the village street and with the church lane, in the
 light of a recent road accident.  C/Cllr Mrs. Heathcoat requested a register be kept of 

recorded/reported accidents for many years but Buscot has never supplied this record. 
Buscot Parish council has agreed expenditure of £ 100 for the OCC Highways to

Install speed cameras.
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
