Current Topics


Antenatal (Lead – Mike Robinson)


Margaret explained that some of the sessions had been more successful than others. There have been two cancellations. Last Saturdays session was attended by two couples one from Faringdon and the other from Uffington. There is already a booking for the first session in the new year from a couple from Southmoor. It seems that there is more interest from the villages than from Faringdon. The evaluations that Margaret has received have, on the whole, been positive. Leaflets are now being handed out at the downstairs reception at the Medical Centre and there is a constant supply on the midwife’s desk. Jo has updated the leaflets with the next three dates. Jo explained that the leaflets are not being out into the patient folders, this is thought to be because the folders are handed out early on in the pregnancy and mothers tend to forget what is included at a later date. Margaret has designed a new leaflet that might overcome these issues. Mike has had a good response from families at the Shrivenham surgery and posters are going to be put up. Mike agreed to send a copy of the poster to Jo and Jane. Margaret will contact Al Cane to see if he will help with the promotion of the sessions. The next session will be held on 29th October. Alison asked if there was any equipment that Margaret needed. It was agreed that Margaret will investigate the costs and availability of a birthing video as she thought this would be useful.





White Horse Practice (Lead – Jo Morgan


Jo said that there was not much to report. The practice is still trialling the forum and is just beginning to look at a patient survey.


Marcus explained about a new NHS Healthcheck that will be offered to people aged 40-74 on a five year rolling programme. White Horse practice offers this health check and finds that they have a 30% take up at present. Patients are seen by the practice nurse and followed up with a GP appointment if necessary.





Care Homes (Lead – Emily Norton)


There was a discussion regarding the report written by Emily and Kath. It was agreed that there was nothing else to do on this project and the item will be removed from future agendas.


Daphne asked if the group could provide a respite bed in Faringdon. It was felt that this was not practical and Jo said the the group did not have the necessary “clout” to make a difference to the bed blocking situation.�
