	Current Projects

Information Leaflet

Toby has a young person on work experience that will be able to check that the details on the leaflet are correct. Gene would like some additional information to be added. Maternity Care

It was felt that the information that Jo had given at the last meeting should be included in the information leaflet. A discussion followed and it was decided that information should be included in the leaflet and the rest of the project should be put on hold at present.

Ambulance Service

Gene reported there was nothing to report although she feels that the First Responder teams will be increased in rural areas. The PCTs are to be phased out. It was felt that we should be discussing these issues with the GP practices. It is hoped that county boundaries can be dismissed and services accessed locally not matter what county. The Health & Social Care Group would like to become a consultation body for the Vale Consortium and it was felt that through Jo and Tina we would be kept up to date on what is happening.

Following the Action for Market Towns Day Emily suggested that we should be working with other towns in similar positions. Feedback from the group meetings have not yet been received from AMT Jane will chase this up.
