FARINGDON SCHOOLS – ACADEMY CONSULTATION OUTCOME
You will be aware that Faringdon Infant School, Faringdon Junior School and Faringdon Community College have been considering whether to pursue an application to convert as a multi-academy.  The stakeholder consultation took place from 30th November 2011 and concluded with a Public Meeting held at the Junior School on the evening of 12th January 2012.  During this period, the schools have consulted widely:

· Individual letter sent to all Staff, Parents/Carers, Governors, Headteachers of each school in the Faringdon Partnership, Headteachers of Ferndale Prep, Stanford in the Vale Primary and Uffington Primary School, and each FCC student.

· Individual letter sent to community groups including; Faringdon Town Council, Faringdon Chamber of Commerce, Faringdon Association of Residents, U3A, Family Centre, Faringdon Pre-school, Faringdon 41 Club, and Faringdon Area Project.

· Presentation at a meeting of Faringdon and District Rotary Club.  
· Staff meetings at all 3 schools.

· School Newsletters and School Websites.
· Folly Newspaper Articles, Oxford Mail and Faringdon.org website.
Following the Public Meeting on 12th January, the governing body from each school met separately to consider their response to the consultation and to decide whether they wish to proceed.  The Head Teachers and Chairman of Governors from each school then met to discuss the way forward.  We can confirm that the following decisions were agreed by each school:

· Faringdon Infant School, Faringdon Junior School and Faringdon Community College have agreed to proceed with their applications to form a multi-academy.
· Each governing body agreed with the proposed governance structure for the multi-academy Trust which will comprise 4 members and 15 Directors.
· The multi-academy trust will be called Faringdon Academy of Schools.
We are delighted by the outcome of the consultation and we will now move forward with our plans to convert as a multi-academy by 1st April 2012.  We will continue to listen to and work with all of the groups represented in the initial consultation as we move forward.  Our goal is to deliver our Academy vision of Delivering Educational Excellence.
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
