Health information Leaflet

Antenatal Care

The application for funding has been rejected.

Marcus has contacted Kate Barker about the lack of antenatal care in Faringdon and she has agreed to put this in front of the maternity liaison committee; however he has heard that this group is widely over stretched. Marcus has also spoken to the NCT who provide classes in Faringdon. The cost of these classes was felt to be restrictive - £157 for a six week course and a £20.00 joining fee. The NCT have agreed to provide a 90% discount and waive the joining fee for those on a low income. Marcus has arranged a meeting with Mike and Sam Hall of the NCT to discuss providing classes in Faringdon Family Centre. The classes would probably be on weekdays and evenings and will be promoted through the NCT marketing department. Marcus pointed out that he believes that this is a good proposition.

It was agreed that Marcus should carry on with this investigation. Marjorie  asked if it would be possible to sponsor some places so that very young women would not need to undergo means testing – other funding options were discussed.

Jo will report the progress on this project to the Midwife and Health Visitors

LINKs

A draft report will soon be available from Emily regarding the Care Home provision in Faringdon. 

Gene reported that there is much discussion going on at present regarding the transition of LINKs to Health Watch.

Patient Involvement Group

The GP practices need to engage with their patients and will be paid £1.10 per head to do this.

Extended hours 0 this service will be changed and appointments will be available with other Health Professionals as well as the GPs, this will be done in blocks of 30 minutes. Gene will contact Paul at the Fernhill Practice to find out what they will be providing.

The White Horse Medical Practice need to establish a Patient Involvement Group and Dr Bartholomew is keen for the Health & Social Care Group to be the starting point. Gene pointed out that not all members of the group are patients of WHMP and also that the PIG has a different level of involvement. Gene suggested that the group could help with terms of reference and surveys, etc.

A discussion followed regarding the way that we can reach the wider community through the groups that members are involved with.
