The Faringdon and District Museum Project and the Committee are still very much alive!  

A lot of work has been done and continues to be done to further this venture to its logical 

conclusion.

Over the last few years, we have purchased a Company Limited by Guarantee (which 

means that there are no share holders).  We have Charity status.  The Committee is made 

up of local people who live in Faringdon and the close surrounding villages.  We have 

received and continue to receive support from a local solicitor and firm of accountants 

free of charge.  So much work has been done with many visits to the VWHDC with 

business plans supporting our work for grant support for the procurement of property in 

the town.  Unfortunately, we have in the past been unsuccessful in our bid for financial 

support.  We have searched in vain for suitable premises, all too numerous to mention but 

suffice to say we continue to look.  We have visited many local museums and received 

much advice, information and guidance from those who work in or manage these 

establishments.

On Committee we obviously have a Treasurer, a Secretary, and an Archivist (we have been 
offered many items already).  It is the aim that the museum should be based on local 
history, an inheritance of which we should be proud.  The next huge hurdle is to fulfil the 
dream of so many of us, supported by the Faringdon Healthcheck, to give our rather 
lovely market town a museum.
