Easter 2005 (25-28 March) on behalf of USM football M Benoist Sable extends an invitation to Faringdon Town Football Club to bring a team to Le Mele. 

16-23 April 2005- Youth visit at Faringdon for a group of 10 young teenagers under the supervision of 2 Youth Leaders. 

*  05-06-07 -08  May   Le Mele invites delegations from each of its 3 twin towns to participate in 60th Anniversary of VE Day in Le Mele.This is a major event centred around the theme of “Peace-Friendship, Tolerance and Fraternity) and includes an exhibition of Art works from all the schools in the twin towns

as well as an event prepared by the junior schools of Le Mele and Pinewood, a choral concert in the church and a procrssional march by veterans of each country. There are various other visits and activities

planned for each day, ending with a church service on Sunday 8th.

A coach has been booked but we need to know numbers by 31st January please.

June or September 2005-   Mme Lambert and the primary schools of Le Mele invite 2 or 3 students from Faringdon Community College to work in school for 8 -10 days. 

9-16 July 2005   Visit by a group of Faringdon teenagers to Le Mele for 1 week; date to be confirmed by Faringdon. 

4-18 July 2005:   work experience for 2 students from Le Mele in Faringdon; work placement opportunities to be confirmed. 

*  3-7 August   Claire Bresson and the Libcany Twinning Committee invite a group from Faringdon to join the 10th Anniversary celebrations of the Le Mele-Libcany twinning in Le Mele.The Czechs will be in Le Mele for a longer  period of activities, and this event will also include friends from their German Twin town of Falkenstein. 

October 2005  . Annual twinning visit by Faringdon Twinning Association to Le Mele, including joint Twinning Committee meeting.

In view of the extremely heavy commitments in Le Mele in 2005 we agreed to postpone the15th Anniversary celebrations of the Le Mele -Faringdon twinning until 2006 .
