"Sam Waters, aged 10 years, died peacefully at home in the arms of his parents on September 10, 2004 after a long fight against Leukaemia, (which involved a successful bone-marrow transplant) and then, cruelly, an inoperable brain tumour.  He was the truly remarkable son of Howard and Susi and adored big brother of Matthew. His life was so short, his smiles were never ending and he will be in the hearts of all who knew him forever.
His parents have set up a fund in memory of Sam and intend to use the proceeds from the fund to make donations to children's good causes that may be aimed at either medical, social or educational needs. 

A good example is the Danbi Trust, which aims to attract donations towards the cost of providing specialist equipment suitable for children with special needs. Consideration is also being given to making a donation to the provision of a school in the Sudan, and many other worthwhile projects at home.

His parents are in the very early stages of producing information about the fund and intend to have a 'notice-board' type web-site up and running very shortly. A very careful record is being kept of all donations received from individuals and organisations and consequent donations that are made by the fund to the various good causes.
